For Starters: 
 
1.  When people talk about the ñfreedoms we have as Americansò what 

do they usually mean?  What limitations do we put on freedoms for the 
safety of others? 

 
2. As a child or teenager, did you ever have certain freedoms taken away 

by your parents?  Have you ever had certain freedoms taken away from 

you in the workplace?  How did you feel?  What did you do to get those 
freedoms back? 

 

For Further Study: 
  

3.  In Galatians 5:7, Paul uses the imagery of an athletic race as an 
analogy for the Christian life.  Look at some of these other passages 

where similar images are used (1 Corinthians 9:22-27, Philippians 3:13-
14, 2 Timothy 4:6-8).  What can we learn about the process of following 

Jesus from these examples? 

 
4.  Several times in Galatians Paul warns the people not to give into the 

false teachers to avoid persecution for the sake of the gospel (4:29, 5:11, 
6:12).  Read some of the following passages and think about how 

persecution for Christôs sake is a hallmark of being a Christian (Matt. 
5:10-12, Matt. 24:7-11, 1 Cor. 4:11-14, 2 Tim. 3:12, Heb. 11:37) 

 

5.  Galatians 5:4 says that those who seek to be justified by the law have 
ñfallen away from grace.ò  Have you been taught that you could ñloseò 

your salvation?  (Realize this is a complex question!) How does the 
context of Galatians 4 guard against that kind of interpretation of 5:4?  

(Read also Romans 8:28-29, 1 Cor. 1:8-9 for more on this subject.) 

 

Application & Prayer: 
 

6.  Romans 6:15-19 declares that we have been set free from sin so that 

we can become slaves to righteousness; what a paradox!  Pray this 

verse into your own lifeðdo you relish following Christ?
